Justice and Reconciliation Fund grant recipients are required to submit a final report on their project within six weeks of the project’s completion. Reports are used for shared learnings and stories of the work you have accomplished. Stories help and encourage others to access the important funding they need, and contribute to telling the unfolding journey of The United Church of Canada as a whole. It is also rewarding to our donors to see the impact of their generosity in the community.
PLEASE SUBMIT BOTH A NARRATIVE AND FINANCIAL REPORT
A. 	The narrative report should speak to how the project unfolded.
· Did you, as grant recipient, meet the goals for the project as outlined in the project proposal?
· Did you encounter any obstacles in meeting your goals and learn anything you’d like to share from them?
· What successes would you like to share?
B.	We also require a final financial statement showing how the grant money was spent compared to the planned budget which you submitted with your original application. Please explain any significant variances.
Optional: We welcome and encourage submission of photos with permission to share them publicly as well as any brief text or a short video that tells the story of the project. This content may be shared in our Living into Right Relations newsletter to inspire others who might wish to do something similar.
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
